CGDB FOUNDERS’ PATH & GARDEN

It is ten years since the start of the fragrant garden in front of Canadion Guide Dogs
for the Blind’s National Training Centre in Manotick, Onfario. Two volunteers envi-
sioned a very modest space with a path and a seat for the enjoyment of the school’s
clients. The Founders Path & Garden was planned and eventually the garden beds
wrapped around 90-feet of this brick walkway. With encouragement from the organ-
ization and start-up funds from the Manotick Horticultural Society, ground was broken
and beds were planted in the spring of 1999.

From the initial sparse plantings, the garden has grown and filled in to include o wide
variety of fragrant shrubs, perennials, crab apple trees and hundreds of fragrant narcissi
as well as fragrant annuals and herbs. The outside of the garden is dotted with mis-
canthus grasses growing up to 6-feet or more in height and providing winter interest.

Two arbours, five benches, a clematis trellis, a fountain and a water system have been
added over the years. The result has been o season-long carpet of colour and quiet
secluded place fo sit and enjoy the peace and perfume.

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None of this would have happened without a very dedicated group of volunteers, rang-
ing in age from forty to ninety-four. They tum out every week from April to November
enjoying the companionship and digging in the soil together.
